Ed Class offered by DLNR, bring
course voucher. No fee required

Receive Hunters Course
Certificate via mail after
successful course completion

A one-time FBI fee of $42.00 for
RAP background/database check

Buy/Order firearmat gun shop.
Get make, model, caliber, barrel
length, and serial # on receipt

v

Apply in person for a permit to
acquire handgun at Honolulu
Police Dept (HPD).

v

Wait 14 Days
(Make sure to pick up permit
during available period).

v

Pick up your Handgun Permit at
HPD (Your Permit is good for
each serial # purchase only)

v

Pick up your Handgun at gun

(Make sure to pick up permit
during available period).

Pick up Long Gun Permit at HPD
(Your Permit is good for 1-year)

Purchase your Rife/Shotgun at
gun shop (Permit Required)
